Scholarship Guidelines & Policies 2025 
 

The following are guidelines and policies recommended and implemented by the Barnstable 

County 4-H Advisory Council Scholarship Committee and adopted by the Barnstable County  

4-H Advisory Council. 
 

Guidelines for applying: 
1. Applicants must summit a Scholarship Request letter stating reasons for applying. 

2. Completed application form. 

3. A copy of the applicant’s most recent 4-H record and/ or a summary of their 4-H activities and 

experiences. 

4. Official high school transcript required.  If the applicant is a repeat applicant, we require an 

official copy of a current invoice from the school’s Bursar’s Office or equivalent billing 

documentation if education provider does not have a Bursar’s Office. 
 

Policies:  

1. All applications must be filled out completely.  They are due in the 4-H office by May 19, 2025 

to be considered.   If awarded, you will be notified late May to early June. 

2. To be eligible all applicants must have been a 4-H Member for a minimum of 2 years. 

3. Applicants must be fully enrolled in an accredited program/school/ college. 

4. Scholarship will be provided directly to the award recipient upon receipt by the Barnstable 

County 4-H Scholarship Committee of an official acceptance letter from a postsecondary 

educational program/institution.  If the applicant is a repeat applicant, we require an official 

copy of a current invoice from the school’s Bursar’s Office or equivalent billing documentation 

if education provider does not have a Bursar’s Office. 

5. If award recipient determines they will not pursue a postsecondary education recipient is 

requested to return the funds to the Barnstable County 4-H Advisory Committee  

6. Scholarships are awarded based on contribution to 4-H, depth of 4-H experience, leadership 

qualities and community service participation. 

7. 4-Her’s may reapply in consecutive years based on eligibility and available funding. 

8. 4-H encourages a “Pay it Forward” for scholarship recipients through your continued support 

and participation with the annual fair or other 4-H fund raising events.

4. Official copy High School transcript or if the applicant is a repeat applicant, we require an 

official copy of a current invoice from the school’s Bursar’s Office or equivalent billing 

documentation if education provider does not have a Bursar’s Office

be received in the 4-H Office by May 19, 2025.  There will be no exceptions.
